PREFERRED LIES

IN OPERATION UNTIL FURTHER NOTICE

When a player’s ball lies in a part of the general area cut to fairway height or less the player may take free relief once by placing the original ball or another ball in and playing it from within 6 inches from the spot of the original ball.
The ball when placed must not be nearer the hole and must be in the general area.
The ball must be replaced by setting it down on the required spot so that it stays on that spot. if the player plays a ball that was replaced in the wrong way but on the required spot, the players gets one penalty stroke.
If a player tries to replace a ball but it does not stay on its original spot the player must try a second time. If the ball again does not stay on that spot, the player must replace the ball by placing it on the nearest spot where the ball will stay at rest, but must remain in the general area and not nearer the hole.
